General Lab Report Format For Notebook

DATE OF LAB

TITLE

The title should summarize the subject of the lab.

OBSERVATIONS

Observations are written descriptions of what you noticed.  All five of our senses can be used to make observations: light, hearing, taste, touch, and smell.

HYPOTHESIS

A hypothesis is a testable statement that proposes a prediction or a possible explanation to some event.  An If…then…statement.
EXPERIMENT

The experiment tests each hypothesis. Briefly list the steps of what you will do in the experiment. An experiment usually includes a “control”. A control is a neutral "reference point" for comparison that allows you to see what changing a variable does by comparing it to not changing anything.
LIST AND ANALYZE DATA

Record all numerical measurements made. Data can be amounts of chemicals used, how long something is, the time something took, etc. Then perform any math needed to turn raw data recorded during experiments into numbers you will need to make tables, graphs or draw conclusions.
CONCLUSION

Summarize your results, the main points of your discussion, and how they relate to your stated hypothesis of the lab.
